Exhibition Overview

Opening on Saturday, November 18, 2006 at the Museum of Art | Fort Lauderdale, Chicano Visions: American Painters on the Verge is a traditional art exhibition presenting the works of a wide range of the country’s prominent Chicano and Chicana artists.  Veteran artist, curator and facilitator René Yañez fronts the unparalleled exhibition, which is predominately comprised of pieces from actor/entertainer Cheech Marin’s private collection.  Featuring the work of 26 artists, Chicano Visions is one of the most powerful Chicano art exhibitions to travel nationwide.
